This Plan - This academic pathway is designed to help you earn an Associate in Science degree. The courses within the pathway satisfy your General Education requirements and the 

Program core requirements in your chosen field to earn your degree.

Academic Advising - You can find your assigned advisor and schedule an appointment with them through the link on your MyCF page. All students will be assigned a first year success 

specialist upon entry to the College of Central Florida. StartSmart requires you to communicate with your first year success specialist five times during the first year. You will develop a 

personalized schedule to meet your goals and complete your course requirements. Once you have completed your first year (24 credits) you will be assigned a pathway advisor who will 

remain with you until graduation. 

Associate in Science Degree - Associate in Science is a degree in the areas of science, technology, engineering and math (STEM) or in the area of career technical education. It 

prepares you for the workforce in a specific career field. Most programs are two years in length.
